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ABSTRACT — This quantitative research aimed to study factors
that affect Thai Students' behavioral intention to adopt electronic
books. The study has been conducted with 400 questionnaires to high
school and college students who have not yet used and are currently
using electronic books. The data were analyzed through Structural
Equation Model to test the hypotheses and derive model fit. The model
show a goodness-of-fit with P-Value = 0.000, X?%df = 1.826, RMSEA =
0.046, CFl = 0.98 and TLI = 0.968. According to analysis results, the
performance expectancy, social influence, and facilitating conditions
have a direct effect to the behavioral intention to use electronic books
and also have an indirect effect to the adoption of electronic books

through the behavioral intention.
