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Abstract

The objective of this research is to study the Factors Influencing Behavioral Intention to Use the Video
Conferencing Application during Coronavirus 2019 Pandemic. This study was conducted from a sample of 393
people who used the video conferencing application and live in Thailand by using online questionnaires as a
tool for data collection. The Structural models were analyzed using AMOS program, Equation model showed a
goodness-of-fit with P-Value = 0.021, x2/df = 1.285, RMSEA = 0.027, CFl = 0.758 and TLI = 0.989. The results of
this research indicated that effect between performance expectancy, effort expectancy and perceived reputation
had a positive impact on use behavioral through the behavioral intention. Furthermore, performance expectancy
and Effort expectancy had a direct impact on use behavioral.
